April starts with the Passion of Jesus and the Liturgy of the Palms. We begin this most Holy Week 
remembering the triumph of the entry into Jerusalem knowing all the while that Maundy Thursday and 
Good Friday will be with us all too soon. It is only after we pass through darkest despair that we can 
come to Easter Sunday – the first Resurrection and assurance that no matter what happens to us, God 
prevails over all that besets us. 
Without Maundy Thursday, there is no commandment to love one another as He has loved us – there is 
no example of service of the most basic despite what society says is “proper.” Jesus tells his disciples 
and we are reminded that the world knows who we are through the love we have for one another. 
Without Good Friday, there is no Easter Sunday. The old adage: “No pain, no gain” might seem trite 
when associated with Good Friday, but it helps to remind us that the ultimate pain of death suffered by 
Jesus on the cross on that Friday is, indeed, “good.” Jesus was willing to lay down his life for his friends 
to show, in the most dramatic fashion possible, love in service to others. Love for us, God’s creation, 
that enables us to live in the sure and certain hope of our own resurrection and reuniting with God. 
Join us this week (and every week, but especially this week!). Walk with Jesus as he walks with us.

Your Search Committee has been diligently working the last two months since our commissioning and 
charge from the Vestry. 
 
We have been meeting on a regular basis with the assistance of our Search Coach, Tanya Beck. Tanya 
works with organizations in transitions to analyze their strengths and areas of improvement in 
leadership. She is a graduate of DePauw and Ball State Universities. As the second women ordained in 
the Episcopal Church, she has served as a transitional priest at 18 churches and cathedrals during 
important times of growth. She is working with the Search Committee to plan and design congregational 
meetings and focus groups, help us gather and interpret data, and develop questions and a design for 
the interview process.  
 
As the rosary on the following page illustrates, we have moved into the congregational self-discernment 
phase of the process. Tanya has guided us through discussions and discernment analyzing our strengths 
and areas of needed improvement. She has also been preparing us to engage the members of St. 
Andrew’s in this process of discernment.  
 
We have set aside two Sunday sessions following the 10:15 service to facilitate small discussion 
groups and engage you in this discernment. On April 15 and April 22, members of the search 
committee will facilitate discussions about our future rector. More information will be forthcoming in 
the next few weeks. It is important that each member set aside at least one of these dates to 
participate in the discussion.  
 
The Search Committee desires and is committed to engaging the congregation in multiple methods so 
that each member has an opportunity to share their thoughts and inspirations for our future rector.

May 6 – A New Kind of Christianity by Brian D. McLaren

June 3 – Nevada Barr           Seeking Enlightenment Hat by Hat 

There is something about having survived a serious bout of clinical depression that causes a person 
to look inward in an effort to find meaning. For popular mystery writer Nevada Barr, author of the 

Anna Pigeon series, depression set off a chain of events that led her to embrace religion and 
spirituality. In these short essays, she charts the course of her spiritual evolution, how she sought 
to understand the many aspects of spiritual life, from forgiveness ("a sigh of relief on which the 

memory of evil is breathed out ") to pain ("it is a duty to relieve our own pain") to commitment 
("not a contract with the world but with the self"). Barr's account of her transformation from 
nonbeliever to committed churchgoer--but one who maintains a healthy sense of doubt even as she 
prays and attends Bible studies--is moving but never saccharine. Her conclusion that one can 
believe in God (or any other higher being) and still live a life based on logic should appeal to other 
skeptics. Managing to be inspirational as well as practical, Barr finds in spirituality a way to get 
beyond self-centeredness: "It was a number of years of crashing and burning in the personal arena 

before I made the discovery that I was not God." Mary Frances Wilkens.

Summer Enrichment Program    
One of St. Andrew’s long-time interests has been the Summer Enrichment Program for Putnam 

County’s underprivileged boys and girls in elementary school. They are recommended by their teachers and, 
in cooperation with their families, are included in the group as resources allow. Last year the Program could 
take sixty-five children. 

Divided into small groups with two teen-agers as leaders, the youngsters have a really good time. 
They meet weekdays at Gobin Church to play, to eat, to learn, and to enjoy each other. Gayle Hansen and a 
staff of adults, backed by a supportive committee on which St. Andrew’s is represented, organize activities. 
They have included swim lesions, nature study, field trips, fishing, exploring new foods, handwork, reading, 
games, and practicing social skills, among others. If you have time, energy, and ideas to add to the activities, 
do call Gayle or e-mail SEP@cinergymetro.net.  The stories the teachers tell after each year’s Program are a 
combination of comic and touching because the children are so spontaneous and so thankful. 

At this point in the planning, the committee is working to find the money to determine this year’s 
attendance. You may already have received a letter. Each child’s participation costs $350 or $70 per week for 
the five weeks. Checks made out to “Summer Enrichment Program” can be mailed to Gobin Church, P. O. Box 
66, Greencastle, IN 46135. St. Andrew’s people have a lot of opportunities to contribute to the community. 
The Summer Enrichment Program is one that can make a permanent difference in the life of a child.
