Putnam County Non-Food
Pantry Update

We have about 600 families on our
computer list of those who have come to the
distribution Saturdays. In addition we have
about 20 new families come each
distribution. Each month we have
somewhere between 120 and 150 families.

In addition to the generous support from our
own Family Guild, in 2012 we have
received a grant of $3000 from the
Cathedral women, and $250 grant from the
Episcopal Fund for Human Need. (Thanks
to Joan Davis who writes these grants!) We
receive from $200 to $500 a month from
individual donations of parishioners and
other members of the community.

This ministy has truly evolved and is
engaging people outside of our St.
Andrew’s. The youth from St. Paul's
Catholic church helped us out this summer.
The women from Gobin will pack the bags
in January. We have had sustained help from
the DePauw community service group who
have helped pick up supplies from Kroger,
packed bags, and assisted with the Saturday
distributions. They also collect donations
from DePauw students twice a semester.
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Pam Smith and the Sunday Scool children
decorate lunch bags with stickers and stamps for
special distribution Saturdays. At Halloween, the

decorated bags contained a toothbrush, small
toothpaste, an apple, granola bar, candy and a

small decoration. For Christmas, the children
will be decorating bags and they will cotain 4 to
6 homemade cookies, a candy cane, chocalate
“money”, a piece of fruit and a Christmas
decoration.
