hear. On June 12", we received an email from Canon
Kissinger that St. Andrew’s Parish Profile is “live” on
the national Episcopal Church’s database for clergy positions. With the passing of this
major milestone, we move into the next phase of our journey — Discernment for a New
Rector.

Since we are “live”, Canon Kissinger will be receiving candidate names. Candidates
generally come from four sources:

o Referrals from clergy transition ministers in other Episcopal dioceses
e Candidates may self-nominate and directly apply

e National clergy database computer matches

e Nominations

This last category of candidate nominations is where you can become involved. Please feel
empowered to nominate a potential clergy person who may be interested or should become
aware of our full time rector position. The nomination form is located on our website and is
also included on the next page of this newsletter. As the form states, all nominations need to
be submitted to Canon Kissinger. She will then contact the candidate to inform them about
their nomination and gauge their interest in the position. At that time, the candidate may
choose to pursue the opportunity and apply directly or inform Canon Kissinger they do not
wish to apply.

All clergy applications are made directly to Canon Kissinger, who will compile the list of
candidates and their documents. These documents will be presented to the Search
Committee at one time about two to three weeks after the close of the “Receiving Names”
period and all initial screenings are complete.

Initial screening seeks to exclude candidates who have engaged in conduct unbecoming of
clergy as well as sexual and financial misconduct before their names are presented. The
diocesan goal is to ensure the richest possible pool of potential candidates for the Search
Committee to consider.

The deadline for nomination is August 1, 2012. The deadline for candidates to apply is
August 15, 2012.

The Search Committee will continue to meet during the summer. Our objects are to develop
Interview and Assessment plans in preparation to evaluate the candidates.
As always, if you have any questions about the process or our progress, please talk with any
member of the Search Committee.
