NS, SCHOOL IN MITHON, HAITI

The Diocese of Indianapolis is participating in the Haiti Partnership
program which pairs one diocese of the Episcopal Church with one parish in
Haiti to assist in recovery efforts following the 2010 earthquake. Our
partner parish is St. Andre's church and school in Mithon, Haiti, near
Darbonne. Two groups from our diocese visited Mithon within the last year.

One of the first priorities identified by Father Samuel, priest at Darbonne who serves St. Andre's, was a
transitional structure to be used by the school while they wait for a new school building to be built in a
few years. Thanks to a gift from our diocesan household, this structure is nearly complete. Two
additional high priorities are salaries for additional teachers and a healthy lunch for students at the
school. Trinity Church in Bloomington has launched the "Lunches and Lessons" program to provide
funds for these priorities. The total yearly cost for teacher salaries and school lunches is $16,400, or
about $140 for each of the 120 students at the school.

Trinity Church is seeking 120 individuals or organizations who will pledge $140 per year for three
years to support this effort. They are gathering funds from now until May 15. If you would like to
participate in the Lunches and Lessons program, send a check for $140 (or $420 for all three years)
payable to Trinity Episcopal Church with Lunches and Lessons in the memo line to Trinity Episcopal
Church, P.O. Box 336, Bloomington, IN 47402. It is understood that individuals or groups contributing
in 2012 will also contribute in 2013 and 2014. Attached is the sponsorship card.
