If you have been keeping an eye on the Anglican Rosary in “
Hamilton Hall, you probably noticed that we have not “checked “XIUPDATE
off” any boxes in a couple months. It may look like we are in a

quiet period of the search process. Not exactly! The search
committee has been working diligently over the summer as we prepare to begin assessing candidates.

The deadline for candidates to apply to Canon Debra Kissinger of the Diocese was on August 15. She is
currently compiling the list of candidates and gathering their documents. Soon after the Labor Day
holiday, Canon Kissinger will present the candidates to the search committee and we will begin our
discernment process. Our interview and discernment process is comprised of four stages

e Candidate profile and essay questions

e Skype & telephone interviews

e Away interviews at the candidate’s current parish
e Home interviews in Greencastle

The search committee has been working this summer on developing the structure, interview questions
and assessment tools for each of these stages. As we move through these stages with the candidates
this fall, we will refine and narrow our list and ultimately present one candidate to the Vestry for their
approval. We anticipate presenting a candidate to the Vestry by the end of 2012.

During this period of assessing candidates, the search committee must maintain a certain level of
confidentiality. Prospective candidates often have not informed their own congregations that they may
be in a search process. For search committee members to breech that confidentially may lead to great
damage and anxiety, both to the candidates and to their congregations. It is very harmful to the integrity
of the process if a search committee member “leaks” information to anyone in the congregation,
including a spouse or other family member during the course of the this process.

Confidentiality is not secrecy. While the conduct of the deliberations and the names of candidates must
remain confidential, the search committee will continue to communicate on a regular basis our progress

and status.

Thinking differently.....The Five Marks of Mission

Each year as we approach the fall we begin to think of stewardship and the pledging of our time, talents, and
resources in support of God’s work in our local community and the wider church. | find myself thinking, “Oh,
no is it really time to do that again? Budgeting, what a necessary evil!” A few years ago, while serving on the
Standing Committee/Bishop’s Executive Council for the Diocese of Indianapolis, Bishop Cate Waynick
introduced us to a way to think differently about our resources.

Traditionally, churches conduct a stewardship campaign, see how much money can be raised and set the
budget and direction for the next year. Bishop Cate was asking us to first set forth our priorities for the
ministry of the Episcopal Church in our diocese, then allocate our resources in ways which reflect our core
values and mission. It sounded easy..... but it wasn’t! Making the switch from ‘how much funding do we have’
to ‘what do we want to do’ was a significant shift in thinking for those of us accustomed to first looking at the
resources we have, then trying to decide what we are able to do.

This is where the ‘Five Marks of Mission” come into the picture to focus, inspire, and remind us of our
responsibilities as a household of God. We are called....

* To proclaim the Good News of the Kingdom

* To teach, baptize, and nurture new believers

* To respond to human need by loving service

* To seek to transform unjust structures of society

* To strive to safeguard the integrity of creation and sustain and renew the life of the earth

For several years our diocese has used these touchstones of mission to plan, to allocate resources, and to keep
us focused. At the General Convention of the Episcopal Church, held this summer in Indianapolis, nearly all of
the resolutions contained a statement explaining how the legislation related to the Five Marks of Mission. For
the first time, the budget of the Episcopal Church was formulated around this principle, allocating funds as
block grants to each of the five areas. Rather than giving each ministry a set amount of funding, this allows for
flexibility and the ability to respond with resource where and when they are needed most.

I’d like to challenge St. Andrew’s to use the Five Marks of Mission this year as we enter the stewardship
campaign. To do this we need to think in terms of mission first and then apply the appropriate resources to
bring that mission to fruition. This doesn’t mean that we throw the checkbook out the window, it means that
we open the checkbook only after prayerful consideration of where the Spirit is leading and the actions we will
take.
